Criteria for National Recreation Tralls

A The trail (and its access points) must be open to public use and
be designed, constructed, and maintained according to best
management practices, in keeping with the anticipated use.

A The trail is in compliance with applicable land use plans and
environmental laws.

A The trail will be open for public use for at least 10 consecutive
years after designation.

A The trail designation must be supported by the landowner(s),
(public or private), on which access points exist.
